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Election Day and the Mayan Calendar
I’ve been studying the Mayan Calendar on and off for several years now, but recently I’ve been reading Barbara Hand Clow’s, The Mayan Code, and Carl Johann Calleman’s, The Mayan Calendar and the Transformation of Consciousness.
